Breakdown of Student Assessments:
All students in CCM2 will take common assessments (formative, summative quizzes and tests).
Formative Assessments are used to determine growth, but are not used in the grade calculation. The purpose is to guide instruction throughout the unit.
Homework: 

Homework is an extension of class work and affords students the opportunity to practice skills and concepts learned in the classroom. 

· Students should be prepared for nightly homework.

· Late homework assignments will be accepted up to the day of the test on the given material for up to 70% credit. 

· After the day of the test, any remaining late work for the given quarter will be accepted for  feedback by the following only:

Projects will be given throughout the quarter and will be graded commonly.
Tests: 

Tests will be given at the end of each unit to assess the students’ mastery of the concepts. The following policy will be held:

· Students who receive a test grade at or below a 70% will be given the opportunity to make test corrections for 50% credit back; the maximum grade a student can earn from test corrections is a 70%.

· Students will have 5 school days to complete and return the test corrections. 

· Test corrections MUST include the correct response, appropriate work shown, as well as at least one sentence explanation of each corrected response. 

Final Exam: This course will have North Carolina Final Exam (NCFE) developed by the state. 
Missed Work:
· Students are expected to make up work that they missed due to absence. 

· Any other missed work due to absences must be made up according to school policy. 

Grade Intervention/Recovery:
If a student receives below a 60% for 1st, 2nd, or 3rd quarter will be given a Grade Recovery Contract. The Grade Recovery Contract will:

· Serve as an intervention for any student whose quarterly average is below a 60%.

· Outline a plan of action for the student to promote successful completion of classroom objectives for the remainder of the year

· Allow a student’s quarterly average to be changed to a 60% provided the student has fulfilled all expectations outlined in the plan. 
It is REQUIRED that the teacher, student, and parent sign the Grade Recovery Contract
Calculator:
A TI-83+, TI-84, or TI-84+ Graphing Calculator is required for all common core math courses. While we provide calculators for in class activities, we have a limited supply. It is highly recommended that each student has their own graphing calculator. Students will also need the technology of the graphing calculator at home to complete homework assignments.
